A. Place ceiling canopy on the Fixture Body (D) over the Crossbar (A).
Line up Holes on the side of ceiling canopy and the Mounting Hole
on the Crossbar (A). Secure by threading Mounting Screws (B) into
the Crossbar (A). Tighten until sung.

A. Attach the Crossbar (A) to the
outlet box with the head of the
green ground screw facing you.
Secure it with Outlet Box
Screws (l). Hand tighten until
snug with screwdrivers.

STEP 2 - Wire Connections

A. Wrap bare or green ground wire around green ground screw on the
crossbar, no less than 2 inches from the end of the wire. Tighten the
green ground screw.

B. Use standard wire connectors (J) to make all wire connections. Twist
connectors until wires are tightly joined together. Wrap each

connection with approved electrical tape and carefully stuff all the
connected wires into the outlet box. STEP 4 - Install Bulbs

A. Insert bulbs (C) into sockets and push snugly into place.

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STEP 5 - Install Trimming to Fixture

A. Thread the Short Nipple end of Stem (E) into the Fixture Body (D).
Hand tighten until snug.

B. Peel off Protective Films on Trimmings (F).
Note: Gloves are required to avoid leaving fingerprints or scratches
on Trimmings (F).

C. Place the Trimming (F) and Rubber Washers (G) over the other end
of Stem (E) as shown. Secure by threading Lock Ball (H) onto the
Stem (E). Hand tighten until snug.
